V.P.I. Makes First Downs But Twice During; 
Clash in Roanoke Saturday While 

W. and L. Advanced at Will 

YOING SUFFERS BROKEN COLLAR BONE

Crushed by the powerful attack of the mighty General machine, Virginia 
Polytechnic Institute suffered a striking defeat in Roanoke Saturday when 
Washington and Lee triumphed 13 to 0. Led by the irresistible Buck 
Sweetland, the General backs punctured the Tech line at will, while V. P. I. 
registered but one first down during the entire conflict, through the Washing- 
ton and Lee staunch line, and received but one on a penalty. Four intercept- 
ed forward passes and-the recovery of two fumbles alone saved the Techs 
from an overwhelming reversal. 

The rout was complete. The four thousand followers of the two elevens 
saw Tech decisively outbattled. The Generals riddled their opponents' line for 
telling gains, while the cadets were hurled back with relentless legularity. 
In punting, Cy Young and Mercer Graham outdistanced the Tech punter -Pow- 
ell at every turn. Viewed from any angle, Washinton and Lee had a marked 
edge. 

Sweetland the Star 

The outstanding figure in the victory was Buck Sweetland, the dashing 
left-halfback. His speed and cunning were responsible for both touchdowns 
and single hnded the hefty back earned a victory. Although Johnny Barrett, 
Cy Young, Battle B;;gley and John Sorrells battered the line and skirted the 
Tech ends for telling gains, Sweetland'8 advances were greater than the ag- 
gregate gains of these four General bacKs. 

Gaining the jump, Washington and Lee hammered the Techs with such a 
drive that V. P. I. immediately resorted to a defensive game but of no avail, 
for the Generals were not to be denied. But for the interception of four 
passes and two costly fumbles, the Generals might have trebled the count 
against the hefty cadets. 

In an effort to batter down the game defense that Tech offered, Wash- 
ington and Lee repaired to the nse of forward pass and end runs of diverse 
formations. But none of these tactics were as fertile of gain as the bullet- 
like aasaulta against the Tech line. In vain, the Poly forwards hurled their 
massive bulk against the bitter onrushes of the resolute Generals in an effort 
to stem the march.

ON GENERALS' CARD 

West Virginians Look Upon This 
as Their Biggest Game of 

the Season 

The husky team from the Universi- 
ty of West Virginia will be the next 
aggregation to meet the Generals on 
the gridiron and there is no doubting 
the fact that a hard, fast game may 
be expected. The battle will be 
staged, as it has been for the past sev- 
eral years, at Charleston, W. Va., Sat- 
urday, October 23. 

The West Virginians have a good 
team this year which will be realized 
by their showing against Pennsylvania 
and Washington and Jefferson, hold- 
ing the former team to one score, and 
getting a 6 to 6 break with the latter. 
Last year the Morgantown team held 
the Generals to a two point victory— 
8 to 6. That this game is looked 
upon as an important one by West 
Virginia can easily be seen from 
press notes being sent out from the 
University. It is spoken of as "West 
Virginia's one big game of the year" 
and "this is one game that West Vir- 
ginia is expected above all to win 
this year''. The Washington and Lee 
team will leave Lexington for Charles- 
ton at 4:15 Thursday afternoon, in a 
special Pullman, and will reach the 
West Virginia capital at 3:25 Friday 
morning. The team will rest all day 
Friday, being located at the Kanawha 
hotel as usual. The game will be 
called at 3 o'clock Saturday afternoon. 

Arrangements have been made to 
have a special report of the game, 
play by play, from the grounds to the 
Lyric theatre here in order that the 
students here may get a realistic re- 
port of the clash. 

During the game Wright's saxa- 
phone orchestra will be located in the 
bleachers playing the "Swing" and 
the cadet band from West Virginia 
University will also play. Saturday 
evening a dance will be given in the 
armory in Charleston in honor of both 
teams by the alumni of both institu- 
tions and about midnight the Generals 
will retire to their special car for the 
return trip to Lexington, reaching here 
at 1:05 Sunday afternoon. 

West Virginia is doing its part to 
make the big game a "go" for a 
special train will be run from Morgan- 
town to Charleston to carry the sup- 
porters of the University team. 
There seem to have been considerable 
difficulty in arranging for the cadet 
band to go to Charleston to attend 
the game, but the last issue of "The 
Athenaeum", the West Virginia Uni- 
versity weekly, contained a story 
stating that the presence of the band 
has been assured. 

According to this story the band is 
to give four concerts the proceeds of 
which will be used to defray expenses 
of the trip, and the committee in 
charge instituted a"tag day" collect- 
ing fifty cents from each of the stu- 
dents for the concert. Some idea of 
the importance of the W.and L. game 
to the West Virginians will be gather- 
ed from the following quotations 
taken from the band story mentioned 
above: "If we, as students, stop for 
a moment to think what winning the 
Washington and Lee game means to 
the university, who among us will re- 
fuse to pay the nominal charge ask- 
ed? * • *" "From all available 
'dope' on the two teams they are very 
evenly matched, and if we, by giving 
our hearty cooperation to this move- 
ment can put an additional factor in 
the field to aid our team, by all means, 
let us do it! • * "' "Now is the 
time   for   the   student   body  to show 

what is termed 'college spirit'. Start 
in by investing fifty cents in a con- 
cert ticket, and let us all get together 
to show Washington and Lee what real 
spirit means". 

As for the Generals, aJl Washing- 
ton and Lee feels that they will do 
their part and that they will come 
back from "the enemy's country" 
with another West Virginia  victory.

the   Generals   marched onward, profit 
ing from their driving siege. 

The Techs never threatened to cross 
the White and Blue goal line. Every 
attempt to record a gain was repulsed 
until the fourth quarter when the 
forward pass netted one, a substantial 
advance of 23 yards on Powell's toss 
to Dixon. The vaunted Tech line 
failed to hold, although Hall, Gregory 
and Powell threw the Washington 
and Lee backs for losses. 

Score in First Quarter 
The first Washington and Lee score 

came in the first quarter and was the 
culmination of a concerted march to- 

• ward the goal, but the final touchdown 
occurred at a moment when it was least 
expected. The Generals received the 
punt and proceeded with telling gains 
to the 30 yard line, where Powell 
intercepted a forward pass and gave 
V. P. I. a significant taste of the 
strength of the Washington and Lee 
defense. Powell was forced to punt 
and, once in possession of the pigskin, 
the Generals went rapidly toward 
the goal. Sweetland scoring on a short 
plunge. 

In the second period, the Generals 
reached the four yard line only to wit- 
ness another interception by Gregory. 
Following Powell's punt, another 
spurt followed and died when Harison 
attempted a drop kick from the 35 
yard line. In the third period, it 
seemed as though the Generals would 
register after a temporary lull but 
Barrett's fumble was recovered by 
Henderson on the 26 yard line. The 
series of setbacks was climaxed in the 
final period when the Generals erred 
on the 14 yard mark and Huddle fell 
upon the straying oval. 

When hope was ebbing away. Buck 
Sweetland received a forward pass 
from Battle Bagiey, evaded the Tech 
forwards, sped past Huddle and out- 
distanced Dixon through a 40 yard 
zigzag course that closed with the 
second touchdown. 

Before the critical eyes of his citi- 
zens, Jimmy Izard, at left end, put 
up a game that dazzled the specta- 
tors. The smiling left end patrolled 
his Hank in such a fashion that the 
Techs found it impassable and suffer- 
ed losses. Bob Ignico broke through 
the Tech forwards and hurled the Poly 
backfield for telling losses, although 
the most sensational defensive play 
was that of Izard. Shultz, in recov- 
ering fumbles, breaking up passes 
and opening the opposing line, was 
another striking figure. 

The substitutes—Graham, Bethel, 
Moore and Bagiey—made a strong im- 
pression. In penalties, Washington 
and I.ee suffered more heavily than 
did V. P. I., as the Generals were re- 
versed 40 yards and the Techs 30. 

Having won the toss. Washington 
and Lee elected to receive the initial 
kick from V. P. I. Henderson open- 
ed the clash with a 45 yard boot that 
Young gathered in and returned 10 
yards. Sorrells aroused a feeling of 
impending rout when he ripped the 
Tech line for 15 yards. Barrett bat- 
tered the forwards for an advance of 
4J yards but Washington and Lee 
was adjudged offsides and subsequent- 
ly penalized. On a delayed pass, 
Barrett made 2 yards. In attempt- 
ing to skirt right end. Young was 
thrown for a 1 yard loss by Powell. 
Young hoisted a long sailing spiral 
that Dixon advanced to the 15 yard 
line. 

Powell, standing on the goal line, 
spirited the oval from the danger zone 
when he punted 40 yards to Barrett, 
who squirmed 10 yards forward.   Buck 

Sweetland smashed the Tech line for 
6 yards, while Sorrells added an ad- 
tional yard on a line buck. On a for- 
ward pass to Izard from Young, the 
Generals embodied all hope for a 
touchdown, but Powell crushed the 
hope by intercepting the oval. Before 
he could be downed by a back, the 
powerful Tech had reached the 33 yard 
mark. 

Bob Ignico broke through the Tech 
forwards and threw Powell heavily for 
a loss of 3 yards. On the next down, 
Powell punted 40 yards to Barrett 
with a resultant gain of 7 yards. 

Buck Sweetland spurted off left 
tackle for 5 yards, while Sorrells 
punctured the mass line for one yard. 
V. P. I. was penalized five yards for 
offside play. Sweetland shot through 
left guard for 9£ yards in a meteoric 
mode, while Cy Young insured first 
downs by a buck through center. Bar- 
rett's attempt to circle right end was 
futile. At this turn, the Generals 
were penalized 15 yards for holding, 
the reversal placing the pigskin on 
the 45 yard line. 

Shultz Recovers Fumble 

Jndaunted by the setback, the Gen- 
erals generated a charge that ultimate- 
ly resulted in the first score. Bar- 
rett buoyed up the pitch of the 4,000 
fans when he twisted eight yards 
through a ragged line. Sweetland 
advanced 9 yards. Entruste 1 with 
the oval again, Sweetland punctured 
the line but when tackled, loosened 
his clutch on the ball in the midst of 
three Tech backs. But before either 
could gain it, big Ted Shultz' power- 
ful arms had it within their embrace. 
The advance of 10 yards gave first 
down. 

Sorrells caused the Tech supporters 
to quake when he went over right 
guard for 7 yards. Young circled 
left end for 2 yards gain and went 
out of bounds. Sweetland shot through 
left tackle for three yards. Sorrells 
registered a similar gain through 
right guard, while Young directed a 
forward pass to Sweetland for the 
other seven intervening yards. Four 
yards from the uprights marking the 
craved goal, Sweetland sped through 
center for 2 yards and repeated the 
identical attack on the next play and 
crossed the line. Young kicked out 
to Barrett and then registered an easy 
goal. The score 7 to 0 was recorded 
and remained thus until the final 
period. 

Exchange of Funts 

Henderson renewed the melee with 
a short kick of 40 yards, which Sweet- 
land carried forward 13 yards. Hall 
replaced Bopp at left tackle and down- 
ed Barrett on the first play which 
netted two yards. Sweetland tested 
the left side and was checked without 
a gain. Young effected one of the 
most marvelous bits of footwork of 
the clash when he punted the oval 
from the 25 yard line to the 15 yard 
mark, where Dixon received it and 
returned 12 yards. Powell punted a 
low, bounding spiral to Barrett, who 
overtook it on the roll and then ran 
out of bounds on the 29 yard mark. 
Sweetland lost a yard, but Barett made 
3 on a delayed pass, as the quarter 
closed. The ball rested on the 31 
yard mark. 

A long forward pass from Barrett 
to Young was broken up and Young 
punted 50 yards to Dixon, who was 
carried out of bounds on the 20 yard 
line. Powell returned the punt but 
lost on the exchange, for Barett re- 
turned 15 yards to the 39 yard mark. 
Sweetland annexed 5 yards, while 
Sorrells added one. V. P. I. was off- 
side and suffered a five yards reversal. 
Cy Young   reeled off a 24 yard   spurt
