1. This study of the 1860 Rockbridge Census is part one of a three-part study that includes the
1860 and 1870 Town of Lexington Census returns.

2. The names and familes appear in the order contained in the microfilm copy of the Census,
although the dates assigned to the surveys do not run chronologically. There is no apparent
explanation for this order.

3. Groupings follow those in the Census schedule. Groupings indicate family groups or persons
residing in the same household; however, the order of names does not necessarily indicate
relationships.

4. The spelling of many names has been corrected by the editor. Accurate and actual names have
been substituted for many names incorrectly listed in the original Census. For names as they
actually appear in the Census, the reader should consult the original Census record. Below are
some of the variations found in the Census.

Variations on some names:
(@) “Agnor” regularly listed in Census as “Agner.” Variations: Agner, Agnor,
Aignor, Agener, Aigner.
(@) “Armentrout” Likely a variation of “Ermentraudt” Family migrated from
Pennsylvania and some changed name to Armentrout.

(a) “Barbara.” Throughout the Census, the woman’s name “Barbara” is spelled
“Barbary.” The name was, indeed, “Barbara” but in the 19" Century it was
typically pronounced “Bar-brie.” The spelling has been “corrected” here.

(a) “Bentley” variation: “Bently”

(a) “Betsy” usually written as “Betsey” (corrected in this transcription).

(a) “Bogus” variation: “Boggess”

(@) “Bolin” variation: “Bowlin”

(a) “Brown” variation: “Browne”

(a) “Chapin” routinely listed as “Chaplin” in Census

(a) “Conner” variation: “Connor”

(a) “Cyrus” variation: “Scyrus”

(a) “Delilah” regularly listed in Census as “Delila”

(b) “Drane” variations: “Draine” or “Drain.”

(@) “Dudley” variation: Dudly”

(@) “Eliz,” “Eliza,” “Elisa,” for “Elizabeth” used throughout Census
(variations maintained in this transcription). Census taker routinely entered
“Elisebeth” for “Elizabeth” (corrected to “Elizabeth” in this transcription).

(a) “Marg.” for “Margaret” used throughout Census (the abbreviation is maintained
in this transcription). Sometimes indistinguishable from “Mary.”

“McClurer” in this transcriptions)

(@) “McCormick” variations: “McCormack,” “McCormic,” “McCormac”

(@) “McCullock” variation: “McCulloch”

(@) “McKemy” routinely listed in Census as “McKenny”

(a) “Mutispaugh” variations: “Muterspaw,” “Mutispaw,” “Muthespaw,” “Motherspay”

5. Birth dates are approximate.

6. Biographical information in the form of endnotes as well as birth and death dates have been
added from independent sources listed in “Sources Cited in Endnotes.” Ages given in the original
Census sometimes are wrong and should be compared with birth and death dates from other
sources. Of special help was Francis W. Lynn, Ananias Smith Denmark Correspondent (privately
published family history), which relates the life of Ananias Smith, of Denmark and Upper Kerr’s
Creek area of Rockbridge County, who in later life reported deaths to the Rockbridge County
News. Birth and death dates from this study are marked with an asterisk in this version of the
Census.

7. For Slave Schedules and key to sources cited in endnotes, see 1860 Lexington Census.

8.The accuracy of linking of names in Census with names included in Robert Driver, A Roster:
The Confederate Soldiers of Rockbridge County Virginia belongs entirely to the editor, E. L.
Dooley. Some inaccurate linkings may have been made.

9. CAUTION: Many people who were living in Rockbridge County at the time of the Census
and were buried in Rockbridge County graveyards do not appear in this Census list. Whether
they were missed by the Census taker or for some other reason were left off the Census is not
clear. The Ceusus does not appear to be complete.

10. Search process complications with FIND A GRAVE: When searching a FIND A GRAVE
location, sometimes it is necessary to begin your search by entering the name followed by
“Rockbridge County Virginia” (without quotes). This will take you to the FIND A GRAVE
location listing. Then click on it for the desired information. Going directly to the FIND A
GRAVE location first does not always work. Sometimes it is necessary to begin your search by
entering the name followed simply by FIND A GRAVE. Then click on the full FIND A GRAVE
listing. The FIND A GRAVE search engine is inconsistent. Also, in many cases, information
about a parent may be found only by searching the FIND A GRAVE entry on a child first.

NOTE: All websites constantly appear and disappear, are updated, and are otherwise changed
over time. Researchers may have to search for alternative websites than those cited in the
endnotes.

12. The informational endnotes to this Census study are updated periodically. For comments,
additions, corrections, or suggestions, direct correspondence to Col. Edwin L. Dooley, Jr., c/o
Special Collections, Leyburn Library, Washington & Lee University, Lexington, VA 24450.

APPENDIX A

THE VIRGINIA PRESBYTERY (Quoted from on-line book: The Centennial
History of the Associated Reformed Presbyterian Church, 1803-1903, p. 38)

“The Presbytery of Virginia is composed of the following churches: Old Providence,
August Co., Timber Ridge, Ebenezer and Broad Creek, Rockbridge Co., Va., and New Lebanon
Monroe Co., W. Va. Ebenezer congregation for many years worshipped regularly also in Bethel
Church, and was therefore called often Ebenezer and Bethel. Services are now very seldom held
in the latter church. These five churches were in connection with the Presbytery of Pennsylvania
from 1782 till Oct. 11, 1802, when they were connected with Big Spring Presbytery. This
relation being dissolved at the forced union in 1822, the residue of the Associate Reformed
congregations joined the Associate Church. The Associate Churches maintained their connection
with the Associate Presbytery of Pennsylvania, and were, May 1, 1800, transferred to Chartiers
Presbytery. In Aug. 1803, however, they were part of the Presbytery of the Carolinas, and here
the remained til April 16, 1844, when they became a part of the First Presbytery.

The Virgina Presbytery was organized at Ebenezer, May 8, 1854, the followubg members
being present: Rev. Horatio Thompson, D.D. [#11241], Rev. |. G. McLaughlin,

Rev W. M. McElwee. Student A. B. Beamer. Elders Hugh Brownlee [#9761], Michael Beamer,
John McKerny.”

“James H. “Jake” McKemy had bilt the mill in 1872 on land purchased from Wm. T. and
Nancy W. Moore for $1000. .... A mill had previously been in operation on the premises at one
time... (Jake McKemy was the person most responsible for the
emergence of the prosperous little village at the headwaters of Kerr’s Creek. Cleopatra makes the
statement, such as the following: “Mr. Jake McKemy bought a home in Denmark. He was a
carpenter. He built a 12 — room house and piped the water to the house from the Moore spring.
The two Harper boys lived here when he was building He built the mill across the road above his
home. He built the store in the corner of his yard. Mr. [Ananias] Smith lived in the negro cabin
across from the mill. He took charge of the mill. He ground grain for the village.” [Actually, the
name “Denmark” did not appear until ten years of more later.] “Jake” McKemy had come into
the area in 1866 and was operating the old mill on the Moore property, on a rental or leasing basis
prior to building the new mill in 1872. An article penned by “Agricola” in the Virginia Gazette
(later changed to Lexington Gazette ). October 21, 1870, states “At McKemy’s mill we have quite
a business little place, consisting of a flour mill, store, blacksmith shop, shoemaker shop, and post
office. It is proposed to build a carding machine and wagon-make shop in the spring. All this has
been done in the last three years and through the energy of J. Harvey McKemy....” It is most
likely that “Agricola” was Henry H. Teaford....” from Lynn, Ananias, p. 25:

McCorkle also could trace her ancestry to Colonial times she being a direct descendant of Colonel Richard
Anderson of the Revolutionary Army. One child was born to them, a daughter, who in June, 1898, married
Rev. C. J. Boppel and went with him to Africa as a missionary, where she died in November, 1898, of
African fever. Mr. McCorkle is survived by his widow, also by two brothers --- Dr. William McCorkle, of
Knoxville, Tenn., and Mr. Samuel W. McCorkle, of near Lexington, and one sister, Mrs. James
Montgomery, of Richmond. During the days when the canal was the only means of transportation to and
from Lexington Mr. McCorkle was engaged at East Lexington in the mercantile and commission business.
