Baptist Church, appointed to serve for
1953 will attempt to give you an idea of
the beginning of the denomination and
some of the achievements accomplished.

The First History Committee that we
have been able to find record of, met in
our present building March 6, 1905. Bro.

During that time the members purchased the lot our present
edifice is on.

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Monday night May 29, 1905 was an interesting occasion at the First
Baptist church, the time set for celebrating the full liquidation of all debts
incident to their building enterprise. The congegation now possesses a
modern handsome, and commodious church, molern in all appointments,
which cost about $25,000.

The enterprise was begun nearly twenty years ago, under Dr. G. B.
Howard, it was completed under Dr. W. T. Johnson’s administration.

A large crowd was present, possibly 1,400 persons; both races enjoyed
the affair, Drs. Howard, Moss, and Johnson ex-pasiors were present. Dce-
tors James L. Howe, Sr., Charles Manly and Mr. B. E. Vaughan were
among the guests. The addresses were all in happy vein and emphasized
the pleasant relation existing between the races.

The burning of the bonds took place after the speaking. Rev. P. S.
